These courses give our students "integration" of our liberal arts General Education Program and improve writing skills of each first year student.
Announcement:

The Center for Academic Innovation announces the following new focus for up to four targeted summer 2007 Teaching Grant applications on new tandems and "W" courses. The Center will increase the total number of Teaching Grants to a maximum of twelve, of which four will be awarded only to proposals that are for tandem and "W" courses. Applications for these four special Teaching Grants will be considered separately from all others that are submitted. Both faculty members proposing the tandem will receive a full summer teaching grant. Faculty members who recently obtained a teaching grant are encouraged to apply for another one in this special targeted category since recent funding will not be a consideration for the four special awards.
All course proposals are welcome and any remaining tandem and “W” course proposals will be evaluated by the Faculty Development Grants Committee using the standard criteria as stated on the Center for Academic Innovation website (www.saintmarys.edu/~cfai).

Priority consideration will be given to proposals as follows:

· First consideration will be given to high quality applications to create new tandem “W” courses for first year students. 

· Second consideration will be given to all high quality new tandem courses for first year students.

· Third consideration will be for all high quality "W" courses outside of English.
